4. Chairman’s annual report April 2016
Chairman’s Report

The past year has seen the impact of cuts to local services.  The toilets on East Prawle green were due to be shut from November until February but the Parish Council opted to ask S.H.D.C. to reduce the cleaning from seven days per week to three, thus enabling the facility to remain open although it was at a cost of £849.00.  This amount was made available from existing funds although in future years the precept will have to be increased.

This year money from The Town and Parish Fund will be used for the Moorwell Pond Restoration Project.  This involves clearing all of the parrot weed and restocking with new plants.  Hopefully this will make the site a more attractive habitat to water fowl and other birds.

We are moving forward with the provision of a night landing site for the Devon Air Ambulance.  This will literally be a “lifesaver” In 2014 a parishioner waited for over three hours for an ambulance to take them to Derriford following a fall that broke all of their ribs, a collarbone and left them with a punctured lung.  In a remote area like the Parish of Chivelstone everyone’s health and wellbeing would be greatly enhanced by this facility.  A location has been found and we are awaiting infrastructure costs to be confirmed. 
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It has also been a pleasure to welcome Sandy Bryson to the Parish Council this year, and I would also like to thank my fellow councillors for all of their hard work and efforts in support of the parish.  A big thanks to Julian Brazil for his regular updates on County and District matters and for fighting our corner in those forums.

Finally, my tenure as Chairman has been made very easy by the invaluable help and assistance from our clerk Roger Tucker.  Roger has spent the past ten years conscientiously working to aid the parish council and his relentless and energetic approach to this work has underpinned everything that this council has, and tries to do.  I am sure I speak for all councillors past and present as I wish him well for the future and thank Roger for everything he has done for Chivelstone Parish.
